Join JASW this October for Ikebana Seminar & Workshop by Professor Bruce
Wilson. Ikebana, one of the traditional arts of Japan, has been practiced for
more than 600 years. Over the centuries, ikebana evolved from the temple
to the castle and, eventually, to the Japanese home. Many different styles
and schools of ikebana developed along the way.

Professor Wilson will instruct us in the Saga Goryu School of Ikebana. The
Saga Goryu School traces its roots back 1200 years to the reign of the
Emperor Saga in the ninth century. The goal of Saga Goryu is to draw
vitality from tradition, and to introduce visual and spiritual pleasure into
daily life through the beauty of flowers.

He is a
member of Chapter 1 of Ikebana International.
